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Text 2.
Spring Cleaning

In England and some other countries it is the custom to give the house a
special clean in the spring. It is not that housewives neglect their work at other
times during the year, but that there are some things which it is difficult to do
daily or even weekly. For example, heavy cupboards, which need two men to lift
them, are often never moved except at the spring cleaning, and naturally the
narrow space behind them, and the floor on which they stand, become dusty and
dirty. Every effort is made to clean the house thoroughly from top to bottom.
Sometimes a room is entirely cleared of furniture so that the ceiling, walls and
floors can be dealt with; small repairs are done, and, if possible, a certain amount
of repainting.

For women, it is a specially busy time; for men, it is a time to keep out of the
way, except for the help they can give with moving furniture before they go off to
the office, and putting it back when they return in the evening. While they are
absent, the cleaning and dusting, the beating of carpets, mats, and rugs, the
polishing of brass and woodwork go on, and after some days of this extra
housework the house itself looks almost new. The opportunity is taken to get rid
of unwanted or valueless objects, and to buy things that may be needed. Often
something that has been given up for lost comes to light behind a cupboard or a
drawer where it has fallen.

Although we consider that the year begins on January 1st, the natural
beginning of the year is spring. Perhaps that is why this is the season usually
chosen to make our homes specially fresh-looking and clean. Just as nature brings
out the new green leaves and bright flowers, and even the birds build themselves
new nests, so we ourselves make an effort after winter to start a new year with the
self-respect that cleanliness always gives.

Note: clean - (here) cleaning.

An excerpt
In a large, auditorium-like room, dimly lighted and with acoustic walls and
ceilings deaden sound, some fifty operators — predominantly women — were seated at
a battery of consoles. Each console comprised a cathobe ray tube, similar to a TV
screen, with a keyboard beneath.

It was here that Keycharge cardholders were given or refused credit.

When a Keycharge card was presented anywhere in payment for goods or
services, the place of business could accept the card without question if the amount
involved was below an agreed floor limit. The limit varied, but was usually between
twenty-five and fifty dollars. For a larger purchase, authorization was needed, though
it took only seconds to obtain.

Calls poured into the authorization center twenty-four hours a day, seven days
a week. They came from every U.S. state and Canadian province, while a row of
chattering Telex machines brought queries from thirty foreign countries including
some in the Russian-Communist orbit. Whereas builders of the British Empire once
cheered proudly for the “red, white and blue”, creators of the Keycharge economic
empire rooted with equal fervor for the “blue, green, and gold” — international colors
of the Keycharge card.

The approval procedures moved at jet speed.

Wherever they were, merchants and others dialed directly through WATS lines
to the Keycharge nerve center in FMA Headquarters Tower. Automatically each call
was routed to a free operator whose first words were, “What is your merchant
number?”’

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As the answer was given, the operator typed the figures, which appeared
simultaneously on the cathode ray screen. Next was the card number and amount of
credit being sought, this too typed and displayed.

The operator pressed a key, feeding the information to a computer which
instantly signaled “ACCEPTED” or “DECLINED”. The first meant that credit was
good and the purchase approved, the second that the cardholder was delinquent and
credit had been cut off. Since credit rules were lenient, with banks in the system
wanting to lend money, acceptance by far outnumbered turndowns. The operator
informed the merchant, the computer meanwhile recording the transaction. On a
normal day fifteen thousand calls came in.

Both Alex Vandervoort and Nolan Wainwright had accepted headsets so they
could listen to exchangers between callers and operators.

The security chief touched Alex’s arm and pointed, then changed headset plugs
for both of them. The console Wainwright indicated was carrying a flashing message
from the computer “STOLEN CARD”.

Meals
I. English meals

An Englishman's day begins when he sits down to breakfast with his morning
paper. As he scans the headlines there is nothing he likes better than his favorite
breakfast of cornflakes with milk and sugar or bacon and eggs, toast and marmelade,
tea or coffee.

Round about 11 in the morning some Englishmen who work have their tea or
coffee break. They never call it a meal, of course. Tea or coffee is usually brought to
the factory bench or office desk.

Then at mid-day, everything is stopped for lunch. Most offices and small shops
are closed for an hour, say, from 1 to 2, and the city pavements are full of people on
their way to cafes. Factory workers usually eat in their canteens.

The usual mid-day meal consists of two courses. First a meat course is served
with plenty of vegetables. It may be potatoes, peas, beans, cabbage or cauliflower.
This is followed by a sweet dish, perhaps fruit pudding with tea to follow.

Most Englishmen like what they call “good plain food”. Usually it is steaks,
chops, roastbeef, Yorkshire pudding, fish and chips.

They are not over-fond of soup. It doesn’t leave enough room for the more
Important meat courses. Those who eat home (dine in) usually call their mid-day
meal dinner and make it the substantial one of the day. It consists of three or four
COUrSES.

The first course is soup. Then comes fish or meat served with various
vegetables. As a change they sometimes eat chicken or duck. Then the table is cleared
and laid for dessert. This is jelly or fruit: apples, pears, oranges, plumps and nuts.

In the afternoon, at about five o'clock nearly everybody has tea. It is a cup of
tea with bread-and-butter and cakes or biscuits.

A visa, transit visa or a visa exemption for a country does not guarantee
admission to that country. The final decision rests with the competent authorities at
the port of entry in the country concerned. The passport control officers are supposed
to check carefully the (transit) visas required by the authorities of:

1. the country of destination;

2. the country of departure;

3. the transit stations.

A. If only a landing will be made in route the transit visas should be checked as
well.

B. Passengers travelling in transit through a country must be able to prove that
they will continue their journey within the prescribed period. Unless otherwise
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stated they can do this by showing:

a ticket for the remaining stretchers of the journey;

a ticket for the homeward journey;

a sum of money in the required currency, sufficient to buy a ticket for the
remaining stretchers of the journey or for the homeward journey.

In addition, these passengers must be in possession of the documents required
for entry into the country of destination and transit through the countries in route.

Children must also comply with the regulations for entrance in, transit through
and departure from a country.

When their names are registered in and they travel on the passport of (one of)
their parents or guardians, the (transit) visas or other endorsements in that passport
must indicate that they are also valid for the child(ren) travelling on that passport.
Children are not allowed to travel on a passport in which they are registered if they
are not accompanied by the holder(s) of that passport.

Baggage advice for UK passengers
From BBC.CO.UK

The decision to downgrade the UK terrorism threat level from *critical' to
""severe' means there have been some changes to security measures at UK
airports.
Each passenger will now be permitted to carry one item of cabin baggage through the
airport security search point.
A number of airports, including Manchester, Newcastle, Norwich, Liverpool John
Lennon and Blackpool, have already introduced the changes.
However, airport operator BAA is warning there will be delays in implementing the
policy at some of its seven UK airports.
Gradual changes
BAA says the changes will not come into force at Heathrow and Gatwick until 0430
BST on Tuesday, giving it time to fully brief security staff on the new measures.
Stansted is due to lift the restrictions at midday on Monday.
The changes are already in place at Edinburgh airport, but are still being implemented
at Glasgow and Aberdeen, all run by BAA.
Until the new measures on hand luggage are implemented, the restrictions on put in
place last Thursday will remain.
Passengers are being advised to go prepared and take clear plastic bags for the items
they want to take on board.
At those airports where hand luggage can be taken on board, the dimensions of the
item must not exceed a maximum length of 45cm, width of 35cm and depth of 16cm
(17.7"x13.7"x6.2" approx) including wheels, handles, side pockets, etc.
Other bags, such as handbags, may be carried within the single item of cabin
baggage. All items carried by passengers will be screened by X-ray.
No liquids of any type are permitted through the airport security search point, other
than the following items:
Prescription medicines in liquid form sufficient and essential for the flight (eg
diabetic kit), as long as verified as authentic.
Baby milk and liquid baby food (the contents of each bottle or jar must be tasted by
the accompanying passenger).
The definition of liquids includes gels, pastes, lotions, liquid/solid mixtures and the
contents of pressurised containers, eg toothpaste, hair gel, drinks, soups, syrups,
perfume, deodorant, shaving foam, aerosols etc.
To help their progress through search points, passengers are encouraged not to
include items capable of containing liquids (eg bottles, flasks, tubes, cans, plastic
containers etc) in their cabin baggage.
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Bags "too big"
All laptops and large electrical items (eg large hairdryer) must be removed from the
bag and placed in a tray so that such items neither obscure nor are obscured by the
bag.
Pushchairs and walking aids are permitted but must be x-ray screened. Wheelchairs
are permitted but must be thoroughly searched.
In addition to the above, passengers boarding flights to the US and items they are
carrying, including those acquired after the central screening point, will be subjected
to secondary search at the gate. Any liquids discovered will be removed from the
passenger.
The Department for Transport says it will work closely with operators to introduce
these new arrangements, seeking to keep disruption to passengers to a minimum.
They say they will keep these measures under review.
A spokeswoman for Newcastle Airport said some passengers were turning up with
hand luggage that was too big under the new restrictions.

After Stephen Leacock

The point | want to develop is that the modern doctor’s business is a very easy
one, which could be learnt in about two weeks. This is the way it is done.

The patient enters the consulting room. “Doctor,” - he says, “I have a bad
pain.”

“Where is it?”

“Here.”

“Stand up,” —says the doctor, - “and put your arms above your head”.

Then the doctor goes behind the patient and gives him a powerful blow in the
back. “Do you feel that?” — he says. “I do “, - says the patient. Then the doctor turns
suddenly and gives him another blow under the heart. “Can you feel that?”” — he says
as the patient falls over the sofa. “Get up,” — says doctor, and counts ten. The patient
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rises. The doctor looks him over very carefully without speaking, and then suddenly
gives him a blow in the stomach that makes him speechless. The doctor walks over to
the window and reads the morning paper for a while. Then he turns and begins to
speak, more to him than to the patient. “Hum,” — he says, - “There’s some anaesthesia
of the tympanum.”

“Is that so?” — says the patient. “What can I do about it, Doctor?” — “Well,” —
says the doctor, “I want you to keep very quiet, you’ll have to go to bed and stay
there and keep quiet.” In reality, of course, the doctor hasn’t the least idea what is
wrong with the man, but he does know that if he will go to bed and keep quiet, very
quiet, he’ll either get quietly well again or else die a quiet death.

Michael had started with Shakespeare. That was before she knew him. He had

played Roineo at Cambridge, and when he came down, after a year at a dramatic

He toured the country and played a great variety of parts. But he realized that
Shakespeare would get him nowhere and that if he wanted to become a leading actor
he must gain experience in modern plays. A man called James Langton was running a
repertory theater at Middelpool that was attracting a good deal of attention; and after
Michael had been with Benson for three years, when the company was going to
Middlepool on its annual visit, he wrote to Langton and asked whether he would see
him.

An Outline of English Painting

Some of the greatest foreign masters were attracted to England loaded with
honors and even in some sort received into the nation by titles of nobility.
Hobleins, Rubens, Van Dyck were almost English painters during a longer or shorter
their lives.

Not until William Hogarth do we find a painter truly English. Hogarth printer's
son, uneducated but a curious observer of men and manners. One of the main
characteristics of the English school is the moral strain emanating from the old
Puritan tradition. It sometimes favors a conception of art closely akin to that of the
novel which from the eighteenth century is so living and original a part of English
literature.

It was Hogart's achievement to give a comprehensive view of social life within

the framework of moralistic and dramatic narrative. He observed both high life and
low with a keen and critical eye and he managed to add beauty to pictures
containing an element of satire or caricature.
(The election satire was occasioned by the Oxford shire election of 1754. In “The
Election Entertainment™ two Whigs candidates for Parliament give a banquet for
their supporters in the local inn while the rival Tory party parades outside the
window. On this occasion there are no social distinctions between gentleman and
voter, and alcohol has contributed to the general sense of equality.)

The famous set of pictures called "Marriage 'a la Mode" contains the most
important of the Hogarth comedies. He describes the negotiations between the
daughter of a rich citizen Alderman and young Lord Viscount; dissipated son of a
gouty old Earl. He sits in gold lace and velvet - as how should such an Earl wear
anything but velvet and gold lace. His coronet is every his footstool, on the looking
glasses and even on the dogs. He confronts Alderman from the City, who has
brought a bag full of money, mortgage deeds and thousand pound notes. Their
children sit together united but apart. The girl is pretty but the painter has taken care
to give her a likeness to her father, as in the young Viscount's face you see a
resemblance to the Earl.

The quality of Hogarth as an artist is seen to advantage in his famous sketch
“Shrimp Girl", which has taken its place among the masterpieces of the world.

No country has had no exclusive and strongly marked a love of the portrait.
England was to see a brilliant succession of geniuses in the 19th century. Reynolds
(1727-1792), the first president of the Royal Academy. He insisted in his practice
that a portrait would and should be also a full work of art on many levels: he
conceived his portraits in terms of history-painting. His people are no longer static,
but caught between one movement and the next.
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Thomas (1727-1788) also brilliantly succeeded as a portrait painter. The
particular discovery of Gainsborough was the creation of a form of art in which the
sitters and the background merge into a single entity. He invariably kept his scheme
cool, preferring blues. There is a kind of English reserve about Gainsborough's blues,
which belong to his spirit. The famous Blue Boy, highly personal impression of the
lovely child. The glorious Mrs. Siddons makes Gainsborough the most poetic painter.

If portrait painting is one of the glories of English art, landscape is another.
John Constable (1776-1837) and William Turner are famous above all other
landscape painters.

Nevsky hits the beach

Until Sept. 30 at Kolomenskoye Estate, Yarmarochnaya Ploshchad, m. Kolomenskoye
Open daily from 9 am to 9 pm

Forget dolphins and mermaids — the summer sand sculpture exhibition at the
Kolomenskoye Estate features epic Russian battles including Borodino and Poltava,
along with historical heavyweights like Alexander Nevsky, Andrei Rublyov and Leo
Tolstoy.

The fifth annual event invited artists from Russia, Poland, Italy, Spain and Ireland to
create sculptures for this year’s theme, “The Great History of Russia.”

“It seemed appropriate since this year there are so many important dates in
Russian history,” said Yelena Mylnikova of organizer Art Bliss.

This year marks the second centennial of bloody Borodino, when troops under
General Mikhail Kutuzov routed Napoleon’s army out of Russia. Kolomenskoye
features a spectacular Borodino scene complete with wide-eyed soldiers, rearing
horses and a haughty Napoleon — a sandy equivalent of Moscow’s 3-D Borodino
panorama, which was recently restored in time for the anniversary.

Another sculpture honors the 770th anniversary of the Battle on Ice, the 13th-
century showdown between Novgorod citizenry and the Teutonic Knights (famously
depicted as proto-Nazis in Sergei Eisenstein’s 1938 film “Alexander Nevsky”). Its
dynamic details include the slit-eyed helmets that Eisenstein used to sinister effect.

Befitting its subjects, the exhibition is on an epic scale, containing over 2,000
tons of sand in all. The biggest sculpture, which is dedicated to Russian writers,
stands a towering 7 meters tall.

Until the 1970s, sand artists sculpted shapes out of wet beach sand. These days,
large and technically difficult works like these are built using a method devised by
American sand sculptor Gerry Kirk. Kirk is known for massive creations such as his
sand Atlantic City, which won a Guinness World Record for the world’s largest sand
sculpture.

Under Kirk’s method, artists pour sand into wooden casings, then mix it with
water and pack it down using construction machinery. This gives the material a firm
consistency closer to stone, allowing it to be shaped more easily. Kirk also pioneered
the now-common use of pit sand, which contains around 3 to 4 percent clay.
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Although the sculptures’ size is impressive, perhaps the most interesting
elements are in the details: the fearfully raised eyebrows on a French soldier’s face,
for example, or the rippling mane on Kutuzov’s steed. Artists craft these smaller
elements using hand tools.

For months-long preservation, the finished artworks are sprayed periodically
with a glue solution about a millimeter thick, which keeps them from “melting” in

rain, wind and sun.

Could you tell me what forms of introductions one is supposed to use to
comply with the commonly accepted etiquette?

Sure. The most ceremonious introduction possible is using the words "present"
and "introduce", the former being somewhat more formal. In everyday life the
introduction "Meet my wife (friend, colleague, etc.)" is more commonly used.
Does it matter who is introduced to whom?

More often it does. For instance, the younger person is always introduced to
the older, but a gentleman is always presented to a lady.

Even if he is a gentleman of distinction?

Right. No woman is ever presented to a man, except to the President or to the
Prime Minister.

I've heard that sometimes it's enough to merely pronounce the two names when
two individuals are introduced.

Yes. It's the typical introduction, suitable for any informal occasion. If the two
names are pronounced in the same tone of voice, it means that it doesn't matter
who is introduced to whom. And if it does matter you should accentuate the
more important person's name. The more important name is said with a slightly
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rising tone; the secondary as a mere statement of fact.

And what about introducing one's husband or wife?

"My husband” or "My wife" is permissible for any occasion. But "Mr. Smith"

or "Mrs. Smith", when introducing one's husband or wife, is correct only in

business.

No, it's impolite because most people don't like being asked their names. You'd
better find a third person later and ask "Who was the lady in grey?"

And what do we usually say when introduced?

Under all possible circumstances the reply to an introduction is "How do you
do". It may be said gladly, casually, coolly, or unthinkingly, depending on the
case, and it may be varied in pronunciation or emphasis. On an occasion when
you meet someone you've heard much of, you may say, "Oh, | am so glad to
meet you™ and add "I've read your latest novel” or 'l enjoyed your concert™ or
something like that.

As far as | know the correct formal greeting "How do you do?" is used
only when you meet a person for the first time. When greeting an
acquaintance, you usually say "Good morning"”, "Good evening" and
"How are you?". By the way, what is the correct answer to the question
"How are you?"?

Unless there is a reason to believe that the person asking really wants

to know the state of one's health, the correct and conventional answer

Is "Fine, thank you", or "All right, thanks" or something like that.

And what is the difference between "Hello" and "Hi"?

When greeting a friend, you may use either. "Hello" is neutral in style and
widely used in any situation. "Hi" is more frequently used in greeting
friends. But nowadays it is used in greeting acquaintances, colleagues and
even your immediate boss. The point is that "Hi" translated in dictionaries

as "IIpuset!”, doesn't imply so much familiarity as its Russian equivalent.
What about "Good afternoon™? Is it used similar to that of "Good
morning" or "Good evening"?

No. "Good afternoon” is a business rather than a social greeting. It is
sometimes used as a greeting by public speakers.

| see. And does a gentleman take off his hat when greeting a lady?

It depends. When a lady enters the elevator in an apartment house or hotel -
any building which can be classified as a dwelling, a gentleman is supposed to
take off his hat and put it on again in the corridor. But in public buildings, such
as offices or stores, the elevator is considered a public place like a bus, and a
gentleman is not supposed to take off his hat. When a gentleman stops to speak
to a lady on a street, he takes his hat and his glove off, and remains hatless as
long as he speaks to her. But when a gentleman and a lady walk ahead
together, he puts his hat on. By the way, when attending a funeral, every
gentleman should stand with his hat off.

And in what cases does a gentleman just lift his hat instead of taking it off?
Lifting the hat is a conventional gesture shown to strangers only. When
walking with a friend who bows to a lady who is a stranger to the gentleman,
he just lifts his hat without either bowing or looking directly at the lady. If he is
in the company of a lady anywhere in public, he lifts his hat to a man who
offers her a seat or who picks up something she has dropped. He also lifts his
hat if he asks a woman a question. In other words, a gentleman lifts his hat
whenever he says, "Excuse me", "Thank you", or speaks or is spoken to by a
lady.
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And what happens if a gentleman can't free his left hand to pull his right
glove off?

Then he should say "Excuse my glove".

No, it doesn't.

So, on what occasions does a gentleman wear a tail coat nowadays?

A tail coat or, as it is sometimes called, a full evening dress is mainly worn on
two occasions: at a ball (extremely rare occasion nowadays) and at a dinner (or
evening) party to which the invitations are written in the third person and
which is given in winter season.

| see. One more question. Why is a dinner coat called a Tuxedo?

A dinner coat was first introduced in England at the Tuxedo club to provide
something less formal than a tail coat. But nowadays, a substitute for a dinner
coat called "blazer" is worn at evening parties, at the theater when dining in a
de luxe restaurant.

All these are special occasions. And what are men supposed to wear every
day?

Different kinds of business (sack) suits suitable both for every ordinary
occasion in town and for traveling. They may be double-or single-breasted,
made of different fabrics and in different colors depending on the season,
weather, time of the day and occasion. The main point is that the accessories
(shirt, tie, socks, shoes) match your suit.

And what is the most important point when we speak of the clothes of a lady?
Any woman is supposed to know what clothes to wear and how to wear them.
There is one unchanging principle which must be followed by every woman -
suitability and not following the latest fashion blindly.

And what do the words "vulgar clothes" imply when referred to a lady’s
clothes?

Vulgar clothes are clothes which are too elaborate for the occasion: they are too
exaggerated in style, or have accessories out of harmony with the dress or the
weather.

What do the people mean when they use the adjectives "chic" or "smart” when
describing a woman?

A woman who is chic is always a little different. It doesn't mean that she is
behind fashion. It just implies that she is always slightly apart from it. A smart
lady usually adapts the fashion to her personality instead of adapting herself to
the latest fashion whether the fashion becomes her or not.

What about jewelry?

It has always been the rule not to wear too many jewels in public places,
because it is considered poor taste. Women shouldn't wear their earrings, laces
and the like without the least discrimination in their size and
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e value. And one more thing. You need never worry because you are not
"dressed” as much as the others. The time to worry is when you are over-
dressed. There is one rule that is fairly safe: when in doubt, wear one plainer
dress.

e And, finally, let's speak about the clothes for a business woman.

e The unfailing directions for clothes worn in an office are that they be smart to
the least degree and in perfect taste, but in nothing conspicuous. Above all, a
business woman must avoid wearing clothes that need constant arranging.
Conspicuous as well as transparent clothes are entirely out of place in business.
In hot weather very short sleeves are permissible, but not cut-out armholes or
low back. A business woman shouldn't wear her hair hanging loose. Neat,
beautifully done hair is in best taste. As far as shoes for a business woman are
concerned, they must be designed to give proper support to the feet. High-
heeled, fancy sandals and slippers are not only inappropriate and extravagant,
but ruinous for any feet much stood upon.

Formal dinners after Emily Post

Detailed Directions for Dinner-Giving. The requisites at every dinner of perfection,
whether a great one of two hundred people or a little one of four, are as follows:
Guests. People who are congenial to one another. This is of first importance.

Food. A suitable menu perfectly prepared and dished. Food that is good of its kind.
Table Furnishing. Freshly laundered linen, brilliantly polished silver - - no matter
how little of it - and all other table accessories in perfect condition and suitable to the
occasion and surroundings.

Service. Competent; expert for your requirement.

Living-room. Inviting in arrangement and well-aired.

A Cordial and Hospitable Host.

A Hostess of Charm. Charm says everything — tact, sympathy, poise, and perfect
manners — always.
And though for all dinners these requisites are much the same, the necessity for
perfection increases in proportion to the formality of the occasion and the importance
of the establishment.
Selection of People. The proper selection of guests is the first essential in all
entertainments.

It is usually a mistake to invite great talkers together.

Brilliant men and women who love to talk want listeners, not rivals. Very silent
people should be sandwiched between good talkers. Dull people should never be put
near clever ones.

Most people think two brilliant people should be put together. Often they should but
with discretion.

The endeavor of a hostess, when seating her table, is to put together those who are
likely to be interesting to each other.

Setting the Table. The one unbreakable rule is that everything on the table must be
geometrically spaced: the centerpiece in the actual center; the places at equal
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distances, and all utensils balanced. Beyond this one rule you may set your table as
you choose.
The distance between places at the table must never be so short that guests have no
elbow room and that the servants cannot pass the dishes properly. On the other hand
to place people a yard or more apart so that conversation has to be shouted is equally
trying. About two feet from plate center to plate center is ideal. Setting the Places. On
the left of each plate, handle toward the edge of the table and prongs up, is put the
salad fork; the meat fork is put next, and then the fish fork. The salad fork, which will
usually be the third used; is thus laid nearest to the plate. If there is an entree, the fork
for this course is placed between the fish fork and that for the roast, and the salad
fork is left out to be brought in later. On the right of the plate, and nearest to it, is put
the silver—or steel-bladed salad knife, or if the salad is one for which no knife is
necessary, the knife nearest the plate is the meat knife; next the fish knife, the edge of
each toward the plate. Then the soup spoon and then the oyster fork or grapefruit
spoon. Not more than three knives and three forks belong on the table when it is set.
Additional forks and knives (rarely necessary today) may be put on the table during
dinner as they are needed.
The Glasses. The goblet or tumbler for water is placed directly above the knives at
the right of the plate; next to it at a slight distance to the right the champagne glass; in
front and between these two, either the claret glass or the tall-stemmed glass for
white wine. Then either in front of this or somewhat to the right again, the sherry
glass.
At the typical dinner, three glasses in addition to the goblet is the maximum. Napkin
should be on the Plate. A dinner napkin folded square and flat is laid on each place
plate; very fancy foldings are not in good taste. Napkins are put at the side or across
top of plates only when it is necessary to put food on the table before seating the
guests. The place-cards should be put on top and in the center of the napkin.
Text 2. Formal Dinner

How a Hostess Receives at a Formal Dinner. On all occasions of formality hostess
stands near the door of the drawing -room, and as guests are announced she greets
them with a smile and a handshake and says something pleasant each. What she
says is nothing very important; charm of expression and manner can often
wordlessly express a far more gracious welcome than the elaborate phrases, which as
a matter of fact should be studiously avoided.
The Host's Duty. The host stands fairly near his wife, so that if any guest seen be
unknown, he can present him to someone and not let him stand alone. Formal
dinners introductions are never general, and people do not as a rule speak to
strangers, except those next to them at table or in the drawing-room dinner. The host
therefore makes a few introductions if necessary. Before dinner since the hostess is
standing (and no gentleman may therefore sit down), and is awkward for a lady who
is sitting to talk with a gentleman who is standing; ladies usually also stand until
dinner is announced.
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The Late Guest. Fifteen minutes is the established length of time that a hostess
may wait for a belated guest. To wait more than twenty minutes would be
showing lack of consideration to many for the sake of one; when the late guest
finally enters the dining- room it is he/she who must go up to the hostess apologize
for being late. The hostess remains seated and the guest merely shakes hands quickly
in order that all the men at the table need not rise. The he must never take the
guest to task, but should say something polite conciliatory such as, "'l was
sure you did not want us to wait for dinner."

Taking Leave. The guest of honor must be the first to take leave, but today not
considered ill-mannered, if the hour is growing late for another guest to (leave) first.
The guest merely says, "Good night. Thank you so much." hostess answers, "l am
so glad you could come!" or else while shaking hands the hostess the guest says:
"Good night. Thank you for a very pleasant evening. And the hostess might answer,
"It was so nice to see you again” or "I'm glad could come".

Text 3.

Etiquette for the smoker
after Emily Post

Smoking Don'ts. First of all, it is unforgivable to lay a cigarette(or cigar) on the
edge of a table or other piece of furniture — ever! Find an ashtray to lay it on or ask
for one. Don't strike a match directly toward someone (the head of match can fly off
and land on a woman's inflammable dress!).

Cigarettes at Table. Until the last few years, smoking at a really formal dinner was
unthinkable but today cigarettes are passed at the end of the salad course even in the
houses of those conservatives who have therefore held out against any smoking
before or during dinner. It is true that there are numberless women who light own
cigarettes the moment they have entered the room and greeted their hostess, and
again as soon as they are seated at table - some of them even greet their hostess
cigarette in hand.
Never Light Your Own Cigarette at a Table without Accessories. Whether it is
proper to smoke at table depends upon the setting of the places. If each place is set
with cigarettes, a lighter and an ashtray, naturally people may smoke as soon as they
choose. But in the houses of those who do not put them on the table or who have
them passed only at dessert, it is still bad manners to light one's own cigarette and
smoke throughout the meal.
It is also extremely bad manners and thoughtless to pay no attention to whether
smoke is blowing into the face of someone who may not be smoking. Be careful too
that the smoke from the cigarette you are holding, or have laid down, is not finding
its way into someone's face.

Times when No One May Smoke. One may not smoke during any ceremonial
proceedings. One may not smoke in a sick room. One should not smoke in room of
a convalescent unless the convalescent himself is smoking. Good taste forbids
smoking by a woman on a city street. No one should think of smoking carrying a

lighted cigarette when dancing. To these (exceptions) should be aded consideration
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for the customs of the community which you may be visiting, or for the prejudices
of the people with whom you personally come in contact.
